His parish assignments began at St. Peter and Paul Church in New Orleans from 1943
to 1953, St. Leo's Church in Chicago from 1953 to 1961, All Saints Church in Tucson
from 1961 to 1963, St. Simon and Jude Church in Phoenix from 1963 to 1969, Our
Lady of Mount Carmel Church in Tempe from 1969 to 1971, St. Margaret's Church in
Bullhead City from 1971 to 1974, St. Clement of Rome Church in Sun City from
1974 to 1976 and then to St. Cecilia's Mission Church in Clarkdale from 1976 to his
retirement in July 2002.

Father Hurley was a devoted sports fan, especially to Notre Dame football. He will be
remembered for his love and concern for his parishoners, his pride of his Irish
heritage and his sense of humor.
